An Introduction to Historical Embroidery
By Evaine ni MacGreger

Embroidery in some sort has been around since before written history. The topic that will be argued until the
invention of the time machine is just which stitches were developed when. In the meantime, I will introduce
you to some basic stitches that are pretty much universally accepted to have existed in our period (pre-17" cen-
tury). 1 do not study the history of embroidery, I'm happy to accept the information provided to me by others.
Therefore, I will neither be supplying you with great amounts of historical data, nor a detailed bibliography. 1
will provide some basic guidelines if you are interested in further study of the subject.

There are literally dozens of stitches used in period. Some are simpler than others, and these are some of the
ones I will introduce you to. As my main inspiration for my needlework comes from the West Kingdom Nee-
dleworkers Guild (www.bayrose.org/wkneedle/) | will use their basic apprenticeship program as a guideline for
stitches that fall into our period. Within the Guild stitches are broken into six categories:

I will be introducing you to Counted Thread, including crossed stitches; Canvas Work, including brick and
satin stitches; and Surface Embroidery, including split stitch and beadwork. 1 will also be introducing you to
chain stitch, which isn’t listed here, but it’s the basis of many of the stitches, and is wonderfully easy.

A Cro-Magnon's remains, dating from 30,000 B.C., were discovered with fur clothing, boots and a hat heavily
decorated with hand-stitched rows of ivory beads. Chinese bead embroideries from 6000 B.C. include elabo-
rately drilled shells stitched with decorative designs onto animal hides. Mosaics of Byzantium from 500 A.D.
utilize silk thread, precious stones and pearls. Embroidery has been around for as long as man has, and in that
time it has grown, advanced, experienced a renaissance, and returned to its roots over and over again.

Cross Stitch

The earliest example of a complete cross stitch is a design worked in upright crosses on linen. The piece was dis-
covered in a Coptic cemetery in Upper Egypt and dates from about 500 A.D.

Brick Stitch

Due to the lack of easily accessible documentation it is difficult to say too much about the origins of German brick-
stitch with any real certainty. The earliest known examples of brick stitch date from the 13th century.

Satin Stitch

The Needleworkers of China developed the satin stitch sometime after 618 A.D. The creation of the satin stitch
allowed embroiderers to use completely different stitching styles and to create artful new patterns. The ability to
add shading to figures dramatically enhanced the artwork, bringing it into the same realm as paintings.

Beadwork

Beadwork has been around as long as embroidery has. The earliest known example of embroidery included beads.
Beadwork includes everything from a single bead strung on a cord, to an entire scene picked out with individually
shaded beads.

Split Stitch

Split stitch is another ancient art whose origins have been lost in time. Examples of split stitch exist on some of the
oldest known pieces of embroidery, used in and around cross, stem, running, and satin stitches.

Chain Stitch

The chain stitch was commonly used in China from the earliest recorded finds (1766 B.C.) to the beginning of the
Tang dynasty (618 A.D.) when the satin stitch gained more popularity.
